Please label all the following items: 
 
1 -  2” binder with 9 pocket dividers 
1 - 1” binder for English with dividers  
1 - 1”  binder for Social Studies  
1 - 1GB flash drive 
2 -  packages college ruled binder paper – one pack put in Social Studies binder 
Graph paper for math – 4 squares/inch 
1- Scientific Calculator 
1 - 12” ruler – clear plastic so that you can see through it – standard/metric – for Math 
2 - packages 3x5 index cards – ruled  
1- zipper pouch for supplies – to fit inside binder – no plastic boxes - to contain the following:  

3 - blue or black ballpoint pens - (no gel pens) 
3 - red ballpoint pens – no erasable pens

 1 - small pencil sharpener with cover

  or glossy finishes 
1 - peechee type folder with pockets for Music 
4 - single subject spiral notebooks – different color each - for Spanish/Math/Science/Religion 
1 – three subject notebook – for Literature 
1 -  100 page COMPOSITION notebook for Language Arts - College Ruled 
1 pocket Thesaurus; 1 pocket Dictionary; 1 Spanish/English pocket Dictionary
